How can my school participate? 

Identify a team of 6 people to represent your 

school. School teams should comprise of inter-

ested students—college students or high 

school Juniors & Seniors; members of school 

faculty, facilities, and administration. 

 

How do we include more students & staff? 

Share this information with your faculty so 

they can infuse climate change information 

and debate into curriculum—not just science 

faculty but economics, political science, histo-

ry, writing and consumer courses. 

 

How do we calculate our carbon footprint? 

Begin to collect information about your 

school’s use of resources.  Work with your 

business office, facilities office, bus garage, and 

food service to identify the cost of operations 

and areas ready for change.  Start to discuss 

and consider alternatives to save dollars and 

reduce the carbon footprint.
